The Town will not accept
the following waste: asbestos,
fish waste(commercial)
septic/sewage sludge, chemical
waste (ie. Carcinogenic,
infectious, radioactive,

poisonous, etc). Tires,
oil/gasoline, propane tanks
(201bs or more)

All waste entering the
waste disposal site will have to
be separated prior to arrival by
the owner of the waste. This
includes residents, businesses
and contractors. Waste will not
be received by the attendant if
is not properly separated.

The different categories are
metals, car wrecks, compost,

wood/lumber, furniture,
household hazardous and
landfill.
